District Clariyes Program Dealing with Truant Students

n California, youth between
I the ages of 6 and 18 must,

by law, attend school. Youth
with three unexcused absences—
or three 30-minute tardies—are
considered truant. At that point,
schools notify the student’s par-
ents of his truancy.

Truant students are hurt-

ing themselves by staying out
of school and limiting their edu-
cational opportunities. They’re
also hurting the District, which
receives average daily attendance
(ADA) funds for each student at-
tending school. Santa Ana Uni-
yed receives $28.55 each day
for every student on a traditional

alley High School, the
District’s second oldest
high school facility, will

undergo a multi-million dollar
renovation for the 2006-07 school
year.

The project, dubbed “New
Beginnings,” will include much-
needed air conditioning through-
out the school, extensive class-
room renovations and upgrading

schedule, and $29.37 each day
for every student on a year-round
schedule. SAUSD police chief
Jim Miyashiro estimates that the
District loses about $98,000 in
ADA money in an average month
due to truancy.

Truant students hurt their
families as well. According to the
California Educational Code, the
parent of a student who is habitu-
ally truant may be yned several
hundred dollars, depending on
how often the student has been
truant.

Students who skip school
often enough to be labeled ha-
bitual truants become subject to
the School Attendance Review
Board—and their parents must
meet with a District attorney. If
attendance doesn’t improve after
this point, the school district may
refer the case to the county proba-
tion department, and from there,
students may be referred to tru-
ancy court. Each case is unique;
sometimes charges are yled
against the student alone, some-

And truant students hurt the
communities around them, since
kids who are not in school of-
ten get involved in destructive
or criminal activities to pass the
time.

“Truancy and crime are con-
nected,” said Judge Robert Hut-
son, presiding judge of the ju-
venile court at the Lamoreaux
Justice Center.

“These two elements are more
closely related than some people
think,” added Chief Miyashiro.
“It’s against the law not to send

times against the parents alone,
and sometimes against the student
and the parents.

The District is working with
different groups of students to
help get them in school, such as
children who can’t enroll because
they haven’t had the necessary
immunizations. At the begin-
ning of the school year, the Dis-
trict will arrange transportation
for students who have not been
immunized, and take them to the
County Health Agency to get their

ATTENDANCE RECOVERY PROJECT

First, like most districts in Orange County, and many in the State,
our enrollment is declining. This declining enrollment is due to the high
cost of living in Santa Ana, and the availability of similar employment
and a lower cost of living in other places such as the Riverside/San Ber-
nardino area, Arizona and Nevada.

What this means to the District is a cut in our funding from the State
of California. We are supported mainly by the funds from the State

SAUSD police department
doesn’t wear a uniform, doesn’t
have a badge, is six years old and
weighs just 70 pounds.

His name is Justice, and he’s a
Belgian Malinois police dog that
will help Detective Jim Thomas
ensure that SAUSD’s campuses
are drug-free.

Justice, who comes to the
school district from the Santa Ana
Police Department, can sniff out
narcotics, alcohol, and weapons.
He and Detective Thomas attend-
ed a yve-week class to become
certiyed as a narcotics team. Now
the two work together closely—
and live together, too.

Detective Thomas had to ap-
ply to work with Justice, and
complete an interview process. A
veteran of the canine program at
the La Palma Police Department,
Detective Thomas says he missed
working with a dog. “It was fun,”
he commented. “And this was a
good opportunity, especially be-
ing the yrst dog here at the Dis-
trict.

“We’ve made a pretty big im-
pact so far, just in getting him out
there, having meet-and-greets all
over the place,” he adds. “The de-
terrent is us being visible.”

Justice was originally born
and raised in Europe, and learned
many of its original commands in
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Dutch. His name was changed
from Rudy, after a naming contest
involving SAUSD students.

Parents, students, and staff are
welcome to come up to him and
Justice when they see the pair on
campus or at school events, De-
tective Thomas added. “I’ll an-
swer questions, and they can pet
him,” he says. “We work for the
kids and the parents. We’re on
their team, to keep the kids safe.”

Detective Thomas and Justice
are available for demonstrations
at SAUSD schools. For more in-

SAUSD Believes Teen Moms
Need Their Educations — Teen-
age pregnancy need not be a rea-
son to miss school. Teen moms
may choose to stay at their home
schools to complete their educa-
tion, but in Santa Ana Uniyed,
about 65 girls aged 12 to 18 take
advantage of another option.
They are in Valley High School’s
Cal-Safe Program, where they
learn how to care for their babies
while they earn their high school
diplomas.

There’s a waiting list for the
program, which will soon offer
childcare for the students’ chil-
dren, explained counselor Dolo-
res Witt. Some students “can’t at-
tend now because they don’t have
anyone to look after their babies,”
she explained.

“They have every right to con-
tinue at their home school—we’re
just user-friendly,” she added.
“They like being in our program
because of the moral and social
support that they get being with
other mothers.”

Champion remarked, “Conse-
quences as well as rewards need
to occur for [Average Daily At-
tendance] ADA to improve.”
