Introduction to the Lesson

In this lesson, students will create a commercial for the invention they created an advertising piece for. They will work with partners to complete the video project.

Lesson Plan
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1. Explain to students that they will be creating a commercial for the invention they chose for the previous assignment. They will create a script and storyboard and then deliver the commercial while their partner videotapes.

2. Explain that the first step will be for students to write the script for the commercial. They may want to use some of the text from the advertising piece they created. They should write the script using Microsoft Word. Have students save the file as ad followed by their initials. Then, they should quit or exit the program.

3. Tell students to create the storyboard for their commercial. Their story board should include a brief sketch of what happens in each scene of their commercial.  This way they will know how to set up the scene when they want to rehearse and then film.

4. Have students review the script and storyboard with their partners. Then, they should practice speaking into the camera prior to the videotaping. Encourage students to memorize as much of the commercial as possible so that they can look into the camera while speaking. You may also want to encourage them to dress for the part.

5. Be sure students know how to work the video camera. Show them where the on/off button is, the record button, the pause button (to temporarily stop the action), the stop button, and the play button (to view the video instantly). Also, be sure to show students how to use the zoom feature of the camera. 

6. Also, show students how to use an external microphone. This will give the best sound quality and eliminate background noise.

7. Inevitably, there will be parts of the video that have to be taped over again because students make mistakes. So, students will need to learn how to edit the videotape. Video editing software such as iMovie is the easiest way to edit the video tape.  However, if you don’t have iMovie or other video editing software you will need two VCRs for this. Place the recorded videotape in one VCR and a blank tape in the other VCR. Locate the portion of the recorded video to tape onto the blank tape. Then, push Play on the VCR containing the recorded video, and Record on the VCR with the blank tape. They should stop both tapes when they are finished taping each part. Each time they will search for the best part on their videotape and then tape it onto the final tape. 

8. [image: image3.wmf]When students are finished, they should view the videotape and be sure that they like it.

Assessment Criteria

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1. Open Microsoft Word.

2. Write your commercial.

3. Type your name at the bottom of the page.

4. Save the file as ad followed by your initials.

5. Print.

6. Quit or exit the program.

Session Two
1. Create a storyboard for the commercial.

2. Learn to use the features of the video camera including how to use the external microphone and the zoom feature.

3. Videotape your commercial. Review the tape to decide what needs to be edited. Retape a scene if necessary.

Session Three

Use iMovie or other video editing software to edit your video.

Edit your video using 2 VCRs

How to Edit your video using 2 VCRs:
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1. To edit the video, insert your recorded videotape into VCR #1 and a blank tape into VCR #2.

2. Push Pause on VCR #2. Locate what you want to tape on the recorded tape in VCR #1. 

3. Push Record on VCR #2 and Play on VCR #1. When you are finished, push Pause on VCR #2 and Stop on VCR #1.

4. Continue this process until you have taped the entire advertisement.

5. Watch the video to be sure it looks good.
