Introduction to the Lesson

This lesson will give students an opportunity to use their Spanish and English skills by drawing a common object found in school and labeling it in English and Spanish. The suggested literature book is important to the activity. It is about a recent immigrant from El Salvador and her first day at a school in the United States.

Lesson Plan

1. Read the literature book to students. Ask if any students came to this country from another country. Ask those students who are new to the country how it felt to come to school the very first time. Did they feel like Jazmin?

2. Explain to students that they will be making a class book for new students that come to your classroom from a Spanish-speaking country. They will each draw a picture of something found at school and then label it in Spanish and English.

3. Brainstorm some items students could draw for their pages. Write these words in Spanish and English on chart paper for students to refer to. Then, ask each of them to choose one item to illustrate.

4. Tell students to draw their pictures on the right side of the screen using any of the paint tools they want. 

5. On the left side of the screen, students should use the stamp text tool to stamp the word for the picture in both Spanish and English. 

6. When students are finished, they should type their names at the bottom of the page, then print their work. 
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7. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

8. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

Assessment Criteria
