Introduction to the Lesson

Be sure to have a map of the United States available for students to refer to for this lesson. Students will draw an outline of the United States and then label it with the four directions and label the two oceans. Students should be ready to use the paint tools and text tool in HyperStudio because of all their experience with Kid Pix Studio Deluxe.

Lesson Plan

1. Show students a map of the United States. Discuss the four directions. Then, call on students to come to the map and show the directions north, south, west, or east.

2. Explain to students that they will be using HyperStudio for the first time. Show them the software and point out the similarities to Kid Pix Studio Deluxe, particularly the paint tools and text tool. Help students to know the “lingo” of multimedia by referring to the first page as a card. If they are ready, you may want to explain that when cards are linked together they make a stack.

3. Tell students that you want them to use the pencil tool to draw an outline of the United States on the card. They can use the paint can to color the background of the card. To access the tools, students should click on the Tools menu and drag it to the side of the screen for easy access.

4. Then, students will use the text tool (the T tool) to label the four directions and Pacific and Atlantic oceans. Explain that when they type onto the background of the card they are essentially “painting” the text onto the card and can only be changed by using the eraser tool. Students should be sure of the directions before typing.

5. [image: image2.wmf]When students are finished, they should type their names at the bottom of the page, then print their work.

6. Students should save their file as : map and their initials
7. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

8. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

2. Select the pencil tool to draw an outline of the United States.

3. Select the paint can to color the map.

5. Now, label the Pacific Ocean and the Atlantic Ocean.

6. Type your name at the bottom.

7. Print.

8. Save your file as map and your initials.

9. Quit or exit the program.
