Introduction to the Lesson

This lesson challenges students to write very large numbers. They will have to use their knowledge of large numbers and place value by typing in the numbers listed on the activity card. You may want to use the literature book suggested above to review large numbers with students.

Lesson Plan

1. Ask students to write the number one million on a piece of paper. Check to see how many students got the answer correct. Read How Much is a Million? Talk about large numbers and have students practice writing large numbers on chart paper.

2. Explain to students that they will be typing numbers that are very large. They should use the keyboard text tool to type in each of the numbers on the activity card. Show students how to use the number pad on the keyboard. Encourage them to be careful how many zeroes they add to the number!

3. When students are finished, they should type their names at the bottom of the page, then print their work.  Students should save their file as million and their initials.

4. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

5. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.
