Introduction to the Lesson

This lesson will require students to show what they know about creating multimedia presentations using information gained only from the Internet. The directions are very open-ended allowing them to create unique presentations that can be either linear like their state report or branched like the time capsule report.  A list of Internet resources is provided on the activity card to guide students.


Lesson Plan

1. Explain to students that they will be creating a multimedia report on the Civil War. You will provide them with some basic Internet sites to do their research. However, they will have to do some searching themselves. Additionally, they can only use Internet sources for the project.

2. Explain that traditionally you have provided students with information as to what they should put on each card in a multimedia stack. In this lesson, they will design their own stack. Their stack does need to include the causes and effects of the civil war and some of the details of the war itself. This should not be hard to find using the Internet sites listed. The stack should contain at least five cards.

3. Tell students to do the Internet research first. The sites are listed below and on the activity card. They can print the information by clicking on the Print button or simply read and take notes. They should review the information critically to determine if it is appropriate and accurate. Students should be encouraged to find some civil war sites on their own.

4. Once students have collected enough information, they can begin to create their multimedia presentations. They should start by creating a story board which contains a page for each slide they will make.  They should be familiar with how to do this by now but you may want to review some of the critical operations with them.

5. Remind students that when they draw using the pencil or paintbrush, they need to completely close the object otherwise when they paint it, the paint will “spill” onto the rest of the picture. Also, explain to students that when working in Hyperstudio, they can change the size and shape of the pencil or paint brush. This is done by clicking on the Options menu and then selecting Line Size or Brush Shape. 

6. Review how to add a text box by clicking on the Objects menu and selecting Add a Text Object. A text box will automatically appear on the card. To move the text box, students should click on the box and drag it where they want it. If students need to resize a text box, they should move the cursor onto the line of the text box until it becomes an arrow, then resize the text box to the desired size. When they are finished, they should click anywhere on the screen to format the text appearance.

7. Students can pick a color for the text and background of the text box. They can click on any colors. Then, they can change the font, size, and style of the text. To do this, students need to click on the Style box. When they are finished, they can enter the text.

8. Remind student how to add buttons. Explain that to add a button to a card, students should click on the Objects menu and select Add a Button. The first thing they should do is select a shape for the button. Now, students can select the color of the background and name of the button. Students should also add built-in graphics to the buttons. To do this, they should click on the Show Icon box. Icons will appear. They should click on whatever icon they would like on their buttons.

9. Students can move a button by clicking on the box and dragging it where they want it. Then, they should click anywhere on the screen to add the button actions. In the Places to Go box, they should select Next Card or they can select the card they want the button to go to by choosing Another Card. Then, they can choose a transition. 

10. Remind students to also add sound to the buttons. Tell them they should click on Play a Sound in the Things to Do box. Then, they can choose any sound. If they want to hear the sound, they should click on Play. When they are finished, they should click OK and then click Done. 

11. Tell students that to add new cards, they should click on the Edit menu and select New Card. 

12. If students are making a linear project that loops, remind them to have a button on the last card that moves back to the first card rather than the next card. Tell students to follow the procedures for adding a button (except Places to Go) that were explained earlier.  On this card, instead of choosing Next Card, students should choose Another Card. Then, they should use the arrows to find the first card in the stack. When they reach the first card, click OK.


13. Remind students to test their stacks by clicking on the Move menu and selecting First Card. Then they should go through their entire multimedia presentations to be sure all the buttons work correctly.

14. As students are working on their project, they should save the file as civil followed by their initials.   It is very important that students save often!

15. Remind students to quit or exit the program at the end of their time so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

16. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

17. Have each student present his or her multimedia stack to the class. Emphasize oral presentation skills.

4. Quit or exit the program.


Part Two – Make a storyboard
You get to decide what information you need to include in your report. Be sure to include the causes and effects of the war as well as some details of the actual war. Your stack should have at least five cards.  The first card should be the Title card and the last card should have the Bibliography.

Your teacher will give you a set of papers to make a storyboard for this project.  Each card of your Hyperstudio stack will have a separate paper on which you will draw a sketch of what the card will look like and instructions for finding the graphics, making the buttons, and making the text boxes.  You will take the storyboard with you to the computer keep track of what you did for each page just in case you need to recreate it.

Part Three  - Multimedia Project

1. Open Hyperstudio.

2. Create your civil war stack. 

3. Test your stack by clicking on the Move menu and selecting First Card. Then, go through your entire multimedia presentation to be sure all the buttons work correctly.

4. Save the file as civil followed by your initials. 

5. Quit or exit the program.
Things to Remember about using Hyperstudio:

· If you draw using the pencil or paintbrush, you need to completely close the object otherwise when you paint it; the paint will “spill” onto the rest of the picture. Also, you can change the size and shape of the pencil or paint brush. This is done by clicking on the Options menu and then selecting Line Size or Brush Shape. 


· To add a text box, click on the Objects menu and select Add a Text Object. A text box will automatically appear on the card. To move the text box, click on the box and drag it where you want it.
