Introduction to the Lesson

This will be students’ introduction to technology. They need to know what technology is and some examples of it at both home and school. Though the objective is to define technology, at this grade level, this is done as a group and may not result in a single sentence definition. 

Lesson Plan

1. Ask students if they know what “technology” is. Write down their ideas on chart paper. 

2. Have magazines available for students to look through. Ask them to find examples of technology in the magazines. Have them cut out the pictures.

3. Give each student a large piece of construction paper. Have them glue the pictures they cut out onto the construction paper.

4. Now, ask students to circle any pictures of technology that would be found at school.

5. Display several of the collages of technology pictures. Ask students to work together with you to define what technology is. 

6. Finally, explain to students that the technology in the classroom is owned by the school district. They should treat it with the same respect they would treat their own things.
