Introduction to the Lesson

It is important that students know how to properly use and operate the equipment in your classroom. This is the first lesson they will have on safe operation. Consequently, this lesson focuses on some basics of operation. The input devices focused on in this lesson will be the mouse and keyboard. In subsequent lessons, at higher grade levels, they will be introduced to and learn to operate some of the other devices.

Lesson Plan

1. As a class, ask students to help you construct rules for computer use. Be sure they include things like not eating or drinking near the computer, and not touching the electrical cords. They should also be told to NEVER unplug the computer for any reason at any time.

2. Once you have established your class rules, you can show the students how to properly turn the computer on and off. Remind them that they should always shut down before turning the computer off. You may even want to add this to your class rules. 

· To start a Macintosh computer, press the Start Key on the upper right-hand corner of the keyboard.

· To start an IBM computer, press the start button on the CPU.

· To shut down a Macintosh computer, click on the Special menu and then select Shut Down. 

· If you are using an IBM computer, click on the Start menu, select Shut Down, and then click on Yes for “Do you really want to shut down the computer?”.
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3. You should also be sure to show students the proper sequence for turning the equipment on. All peripherals (printers, external CD-ROMs, scanners, etc.) should be turned on before the computer is turned on. Demonstrate this sequence to students.

4. Remind students that once the computer is on, in order to make it do anything, they must use an input device. They will be using the keyboard and mouse as input devices for all the computer lessons they will be doing. Review how to use the keyboard and mouse if necessary.

5. The activity card instructs students to practice turning the computer on and off. 

6. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.
