Introduction to the Lesson

“All About Me” is a very popular social studies theme in kindergarten classrooms. Typically, we have students use crayons and paper to draw a self-portrait and then use these pictures to make a lovely bulletin board. However, this activity can be done using a new tool, the computer. Students can use the paint tools to draw a self-portrait and you can delight in either hanging these computer-generated masterpieces on a techno-bulletin board or preparing a Kid Pix multimedia slide show.

Lesson Plan

1. Ask students if they have ever drawn a picture of themselves or a family member. Tell them that they will be doing that same activity, only this time they will draw using the computer.

2. Remind students how to open the Kid Pix Studio Deluxe software. Explain to students that they can use the pencil tool to draw a self-portrait. Show students how to select the pencil tool from the tool palette. In order to do this, students should click on the pencil icon and then click on the screen to use it. Students can change the thickness of the line the pencil draws by clicking on any of the options at the bottom of the screen. Also, show students how to fix a mistake using the eraser tool. To erase a small part, they can choose the small square option at the bottom of the screen. To erase the entire page, they can click on the bomb option. Students should experiment with the different erase options.

3. Students should use the keyboard text tool to type their first and last names at the bottom of the page. In this activity, students will type using the keyboard text tool. Remind them to click at the bottom of the page to type after selecting the keyboard text tool.

4. You will need to show students how to use the space bar to add a space between their first and last names. You should also remind them to use the shift key to make a capital letter. It is critical that students type their names on their work so that they will be able to identify their work when it comes out of the printer.

5. Remind students how to print their work. This is done by clicking on the File menu and selecting Print. 

6. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use. Remind students that in order to quit or exit Kid Pix Studio Deluxe, they will need to click on the File menu and select Return to Picker. They will be asked if they want to save the file. They should click on No. Then, they should click on the File menu and select Quit or Exit.

7. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

Assessment Criteria

The student drew an accurate portrait with key features (eyes, nose, hair, and mouth).

The student spelled his/her first and last name correctly, used proper capitalization, and had a space between their names.

Student printed his/her self-portrait.

Student quit out of the program.
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Activity Card
1. Open Kid Pix Studio Deluxe.

2. Select the pencil tool to draw a picture of yourself.

3. Select the keyboard text tool to type your first and last name. Click at the bottom of the page before you type. Be sure to begin with capital letters.

4. Print.

5. Quit or exit the program.
