Introduction to the Lesson

Spiders are a fact of life. If we learn more about them and how fascinating they are, perhaps we can convince children not to be afraid of them. In this lesson, students will draw a web and a spider using the computer.  This will also be the first time they save their work on the computer.

Lesson Plan

1. Ask students what they do when they see a spider. Then, ask them if they are afraid of spiders. Explain that spiders are interesting creatures. Read them The Very Busy Spider and/or Spiders and discuss the story.

2. Ask students to describe what the spider webs in the story looked like. Then, tell them they will be drawing a spider web using the computer.

3. Remind students how to open the Kid Pix Studio Deluxe software. Remind students how to use the line and shape tools. Tell them to use these tools to make a spider web. 

4. Tell students that they can use the pencil tool to draw a spider inside the web. They can make the spider any color they wish.

5. Explain that students should use the keyboard text tool to type a title on the page saying “My Bug.” Then, show them how to use the delete/backspace key to change the statement to “My Spider.” They should also use the keyboard text tool to type their first and last name on the bottom of the page.

6. This will be the first lesson in which students save their work. To save a file, they should click on the File menu and then select Save a Picture. It is very important that you and the students get in the habit of using a specific file name for all assignments. This will make it much easier for you and the students to locate files. Then, students should place their initials after the file name so they are identifiable. For example, in this lesson, you can have them save the file as spider followed by their initials. Students should save the file right onto the hard drive. 

7. Make sure the students remember how to Print their picture.

8. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

9. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

Assessment Criteria

The student drew a spider and a web.

The student typed in the title “My Bug” and then corrected it to say “My Spider”.

The student saved the file correctly.

The student printed his/her picture.

The student quit out of the program.
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Activity Card
1. Open Kid Pix Studio Deluxe.

2. Use the line tool to draw a spider web.

3. Use the pencil and shape tools to draw a spider on the web. 

4. Use the keyboard text tool to type My Bug at the top of the picture.

5. Use the delete/backspace key to delete the word Bug. Now, type in Spider. 

6. Type your first and last name at the bottom of the page.

7. Save your file as spider followed by your initials.

8. Print your picture.

9. Quit or exit the program.
