Introduction to the Lesson

Students may already be familiar with the story of Goldilocks and the three bears. However, at this age, story retelling is not only valuable from an educational standpoint, but the kids love it! The version recommended above is an excellent retelling and Jan Brett’s illustrations are always a delight. In this lesson, students will draw the three bears according to their sizes and type a sentence regarding which was their favorite bear in the story.

Lesson Plan

1. Ask students if they have ever heard the story of Goldilocks and the three bears. Tell them that you are going to share a new version of the story with them today. Share the version by Jan Brett recommended above or one of your own favorites. Tell students to pay particular attention to the three bears and the difference in their sizes.  Students should also think about which bear is their favorite.

2. When you have finished reading the story, have the students coach you as you draw the three bears on chart paper. Discuss the differences in their sizes.  
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3. [image: image3.wmf]Explain to students that they will use Kid Pix paint tools to draw the three bears. They should draw their sizes correctly. If they want to, they can use the paint can to color [image: image4.wmf]their bears. You may want to suggest they use the circle tool to draw the bears and the pencil tool to draw in the details.

4. Tell students that they will use the keyboard text tool to type in the following statement: “I like ______________.” They should type in daddy bear, momma bear, or baby bear. They should end the sentence with a period. Show students where the period key is on the keyboard. 

5. When students are finished, they should type their names at the bottom of the page, then print their work.

6. Tell students to save their work using the file name Bear with their initials.

7. Remind students to quit or exit the program so that the computer is ready for the next student to use.

8. You may want to review the steps on the activity card with students so that they may work independently at the computer.

Assessment Criteria

5. Print.

6. Save your work as bear and your initials.

7. Quit or exit the program.
