NS K.1.1





Compare two or more sets and identify which set is equal to, more than or less than the other.  Students compare counters.

Count, recognize, represent, name and order numbers using objects.  Students paste construction paper shapes to sentence strips.

Know that larger numbers describe sets with more objects in them than smaller numbers.  Students compare rainbow tiles.

Use concrete objects to model and create addition and subtraction problems.  Students use animal counters to narrate story problems.

Recognize when an estimate is reasonable.  Students estimate quantity.

Identify, sort and classify objects by attribute and identify objects that do not belong to a particular grouping.  Students sort a group of objects by a chosen attribute.
Measurement and Geometry

Compare the length, weight and capacity of objects by making direct comparisons or using reference objects.  Students place rods in height order.

Demonstrate understanding of concepts of time including tools that measure time. Students engage in daily calendar activities.

Name the days of the week.  Students sing, “The Days of the Week.”

Identify the time of everyday events. Students create a “cartoon guide.”

Identify and describe common geometric objects. Students identify the geometric shapes of realia.
