Kindergarten Number Sense

NS K.1.1


Compare two or more sets and identify which set is equal to, more than, or less than the other.

Small group

Materials:  lion or other counters, paper lunch bag

Procedure:

· Each student draws a handful of counters from the bag.

· Student 1 puts a counter in line, then Student 2 places a counter next to Student 1’s counter.
· Students identify who has more or less counters.

· Repeat the procedure using the same manipulative.

· Repeat the procedure using different manipulatives.
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NS K.1.2


Count, recognize, represent, name and order numbers using objects.

Whole group

Materials:  chart paper, sentence strips, construction paper shapes, glue.

Procedure:

· Label the left end of each sentence strip with a number between one and ten.

· Distribute a sentence strip to each pair of students.

· Students take the corresponding number of geometric figures and paste them to their strip.

· Students glue the completed strips to chart paper in sequential order.
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NS K.1.3


Know that larger numbers describe sets with more objects in them than smaller numbers.

Small group

Materials:  number cube, color tiles

Procedure:

· Students take turns rolling the number cube and placing the corresponding number of color tiles in front of them.

· After the fifth turn, students count their tiles, state their quantity, and identify who has the most tiles.

NS K.2.1


Use concrete objects to model and create addition and subtraction problems.

Whole group

Materials:  lion counters or other animal counters 

Procedure:

· Students listen as the teacher reads a story problem.

· During the second reading, students use lion counters to model the information given in the problem.

· Students volunteer to share their models with the class.


“Two lions sat under a tree.”

“Three more lions joined them.”

“How many lions sat under the tree altogether?”

NS K.3.1


Recognize when an estimate is reasonable.

Whole group

Materials:  estimation jar, comparison jar, concrete objects

Procedure:

· Fill a jar with a set of like objects.

· Students estimate the quantity of items in the jar.

· Students count the number of the same items the teacher uses to fill a smaller/larger jar.

· Students revise their original estimates as needed.

· Students count the items in the estimation jar and compare the number with their estimate.

· Repeat the activity on a weekly basis using a variety of manipulatives.
