Pose information questions, collect data and record the results using objects, pictures and picture graphs.

Whole group

Materials:  fruit, mini-marshmallows, plastic knives, paper bowls, large salad bowl, “Stone Soup,” chart paper graph

Procedure:

· Ask students to bring a piece of fruit to school for homework. 

· Read “Stone Soup” to the class.

· Reread the story, substituting fruits for the ingredients listed in the story.

· As each fruit is added to the “soup,” students place the corresponding fruit on the graph.

· After the story has been read, students discuss the data.

· Students use plastic knives to cut their fruit into chunks and add it to the salad bowl.

· The teacher adds the stones (marshmallows), tosses the salad and serves it to the class.

Identify, describe and extend simple patterns involving shape, size or color.

Small group

Materials:  Attrilinks

Procedure:

· Begin an ABAB pattern using size as an attribute (i.e. large, small, large, small).

· Distribute the remaining Attrilinks to the students.

· Students take turns adding elements to the pattern, identifying why the Attrilink was chosen each time.

· Repeat the activity using another attribute to determine the pattern.

· Repeat the activity changing the pattern.

· Repeat the activity using a different manipulative.
