DEVELOPING BEGINNING PRACTICE

The physical environment does not support
student learning. There are one or more safety
hazards, and materials are difficult to access
when needed.

The physical environment is arranged for safety and
accessibility, and it facilitates individual student
engagement in learning.

The classroom climate is characterized by
unfairness or disrespect, either between the
teacher and students or among students.
Students are unwilling to take risks. Teacher
response to inappropriate behaviors is unfair
or inequitable.

A climate of fairness, caring, and respect is established
by the teacher for most students, but few students take
risks and the teacher does little to encourage them.
